Make-up Work


If a student is absent, all missed work will be available from Mr. Hall upon their return.  Students are responsible for seeing Mr. Hall to get the missing work. Failure to make-up missed assignments will result in a zero for that assignment until it is completed and potential gaps in the concepts. 





Extra Help


Extra help may be available during Flex periods or after school as needed by students.  Mr. Hall will have regular office hours after school on Wednesdays, but can be available on other days if necessary. Please be sure to schedule any after school times before you show up.





Grading


Summative Assessments


Tests, projects, and lab reports that assess the understanding and application of concepts covered during an entire unit. Projects and labs will be graded with a specific rubric that will be given out prior to the final submission.


Formative Assessments


Quizzes, projects, and tasks throughout the big unit. Projects and tasks will be graded with a rubric that will be given out with the assignment.


Prepwork


Tasks that are given during class or as Homework to develop understanding of concepts throughout the units. Any work will be accepted late but will receive a score reduction. All work must be completed and submitted during the term it was originally assigned. 


Final Grade


Category grades will be calculated by dividing the total points received in each category by the total possible points of that category.  The Final Grade will be roughly 75% from Summative Assessments, 15% Formative Assessments, & 10% Prepwork. 





Late Work


Late work will be accepted and the score reductions will be handled on an individual basis. Students with missing work will be assigned working lunches to allow them time to get caught up. 





Homework


Homework will be due at the beginning of the assigned class period and will be reviewed as is needed.  





Re-Takes


All assessments can be re-taken at any point during the trimester that they were originally given, however students will have to do an additional teacher assigned task to earn the option of the re-take. Any re-take grade will replace the original grade for the assessment. 





Fire Drill


During a fire drill, the class will proceed quietly in a line to the designated area and then line up by homeroom for attendance.





Passes
